HUD SuperNofa Information _________________________________

The HUD SuperNofa was released on Friday, September 25, 2009.
The pro rata share dollar amounts for the FY 2008 HUD SuperNofa remain at past levels.  There is $296,373 available.  Renewal projects total $424,602.  The entire pro rata share, therefore, will be used for renewal applications.  

There is also a Permanent Housing bonus of $44,546 available to our Continuum to pay for rental assistance.  It is for a two year period.  Therefore, the amount available is $22,228 per year.  Support services must be provided by the grantee on a $1 per $1 basis.  Therefore, any applicant must be prepared to provide and document that they have provided $44,456 in support services over the two year period.  There is 5% available for administrative fees or $1,111 per year.  The Permanent Housing bonus can be used for housing either homeless families or the chronically homeless. An example of the use of funds would be to pay rent for three one-bedroom units for three chronically homeless individuals at the current FMR. Another example would be to pay rent for two two-bedroom units for a family and one, one-bedroom unit for a single person. Priority scoring will be given to those projects serving the chronically homeless.  
Eligibility requirements for the grantee as well as for the project can be found in the September 25, 2009 Federal Register, Department of Housing and Urban Development:  Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) for the Continuum of Care Homeless Assistance Program.  Please note that there are additional eligibility requirements for grantees this year.  The NOFA is posted on muskegoncoc.org.  Please note that grantees must meet the minimum HUD thresholds as grantees in order to be an applicant.  The funds are scored on a point basis.  Therefore, the more HUD experience the greater the points and the more likely that the application would be funded.
The application is due on November 8, 2009.  The application must include certifications signed by the County Board of Commissioners for each project (a change from the past) as well as for the entire Continuum of Care application. A motion with recommendations from the MCHCCN would have to be submitted to the Ways and Means Committee of the County Board of Commissioners as well as the County Board of Commissioners.  In order to meet all of the County deadlines I will need to have a recommendation to put into a motion no later than October 13, 2009. October 13, 2009.   The MCHCCN meets on October 8, 2009.  We are therefore in a time crunch.
Notices of Intent to apply for Permanent Housing bonus funds are therefore, due on October 2, 2009 no later than 5:00 pm. The Notices of Intent must include a description of the project including budget, population served, how the applicant meets the grantee eligibility NOFA requirements and other characteristics that would meet the scoring criteria (see the Federal Register).  The Notices of Intent are to be submitted to Judy Kell at DET – 1161 Oak Avenue, Muskegon, MI.  The fax number is 724-6687.
I will be requesting that the Review Committee meet on October 6 or 7, 2009 to prioritize the renewal projects and to make a recommendation as to which agency should be the applicant for the Permanent Housing bonus funds, assuming that there will be multiple applicants. As soon as I know the date and time I will notify you as well as the renewal agencies and the prospective grantee for the Permanent Housing bonus funds. The standard scoring criteria will be used by the Review Committee to prioritize the applications.  The Review Committee will then make its recommendations to the MCHCCN for the prioritization of the renewal funds and as to which agency will be the applicant for the Permanent Housing funds on October 8, 2009. 
The renewal applicants will be notified on October 7, 2009 as to their ranking so that it can be included in their Exhibits 2.  The agency selected to be the applicant for the Permanent Housing bonus funds will be notified on October 7, 2009 so that it can complete its Exhibit 2 application.  The applicants will have until October 27, 2009 at 5:00 pm to submit the applications to me as I must enter the applications electronically and submit the applications and the CoC Plan in a single electronic submission to HUD.
