The pro rata share dollar amounts for the FY 2008 HUD SuperNofa remain at past levels.  There is $296,373 available.  Renewal projects total $424,602.  The entire pro rata share, therefore, will be used for renewal applications.  

There is a Samaritan Initiative bonus of $44,546 available to our Continuum.  The Samaritan bonus dollars must be used to serve chronically homeless individuals.   The chronically homeless definition is: an unaccompanied individual that is disabled and has been continuously homeless for one year or four times in the last three years.  Individuals that are to be served using the Samaritan Initiative bonus most come directly from an emergency shelter or the streets.  Other eligibility requirements can be found in the July 10, 2008 Federal Register, Part III, Department of Housing and Urban Development:  Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) for the Continuum of Care Homeless Assistance Program.
There are also funds for a Rapid Re-Housing Program for Families in the amount of $88, 912.  There are many requirements that must be met to apply for the Rapid Re-Housing funds.  One of the requirements is that C.12 (a), “The CoC in which the applicant is applying must have centralized intake as defined in the NOFA (see section I.A.4) for households with dependent children.” If am going to work with some other individuals to determine if we can use the Housing Navigation Center or the Family Resource Centers as the documentation for the centralized intake so that agencies can meet the eligibility requirements in our CoC.  Other eligibility requirements can be found in the July 10, 2008 Federal Register, Part III, Department of Housing and Urban Development:  Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) for the Continuum of Care Homeless Assistance Program.

Applications are due on August 8, 2008 at 4:00 pm.  The applications are to be submitted to Judy Kell at CMHS – 376 Apple Avenue, Muskegon, MI.  The Review Committee will meet on August 12, 2008 at 2:00 pm to hear presentations from the applicants and prioritize the applications.
The applicants will be notified on August 13, 2008 as to their ranking.  The applicants will have until September 1, 2008 at 5:00 pm to submit the applications to the Continuum of Care Coordinator as she must enter the applications electronically and submit the applications and the CoC Plan in a single electronic submission to HUD.
We anticipate that the application has to be submitted electronically by September 10, 2008 as the notice in the July 10, 2008 Federal Register indicates that the applications must be submitted within 60 days of the notice of funding.
IMPORTANT NOTE: Although the NOFA has been released, the new e-snaps electronic application system is not yet available to receive applications (Exhibits 1 and 2). HUD will notify the CoC Coordinator via the Homeless Assistance listserv when the application is available, and will publish an additional Federal Register Notice that details the application deadline based on the date when the electronic application is made available to the public. CoC representatives and grantees should not attempt to enter application information into e-snaps until HUD has announced that the application is available, as this may adversely impact CoC Registration (which is still open). 

As soon as the electronic applications become available, I will notify you.  Please review the July 10, 2008 to develop your projects if your agency is going to submit an application for the Samaritan bonus or the Rapid Re-housing program. 

If the application is not available by August 5, 2008, please submit a description of the project including budget, population served, NOFA requirements and other characteristics that would meet the scoring criteria (see the Federal Register) by August 8, 2008.   I will be developing a scoring sheet based on the federal requirements in the next few days and will get it out to you.  The Review Committee will have a document that can be reviewed in order to assign the prioritization.  The electronic application can be submitted following the Review Committee meeting.
