Since 1991, CSH has committed nearly $124 million in loans and grants to the supportive housing field, resulting in the creation of 16,329 units of supportive housing, with 10,557 more in the pipeline. The units in operation have ended homelessness for at least 21,000 adults and children.
Since 1996, CSH Michigan has provided technical assistance, loans and grants to the supportive housing field, resulting in the creation of 642 units of supportive housing, with 1098 in the pipeline.

	In this 40 page article, Richard Cho argues that homelessness emerges as result of fragmentation across systems, and becomes a ‘default’ category for people who fall through the safety net of public systems. The article then explores strategies for overcoming system fragmentation and integrating systems to prevent homelessness among people leaving prisons and jails, borrowing the strategies—frame reflection, transformative learning, and boundary spanning—from the growing body of literature around collaborative planning and policymaking processes. Finally, the article describes how plans to implement these strategies emerged within a recent collaboration between the New York City Departments of Correction and Homeless Services, presenting this case study in light of its promise as a model for engaging in systems reform and integration.
