Point in Time Data 2007
From the Point in Time surveys taken on January 25, 2007, Muskegon reported a total of 1839 homeless individuals or at individuals that are risk for homelessness.  Out of the 1839, 717 or 39% were homeless while the remaining 1122 or 61% were at risk for homelessness.  Out of the 717 homeless, 72 or 10 % were Chronically Homeless.

Basic Information  
Gender -Out of the 1839 individuals, 963 or 52%were males, and 840 or 46% were females.   Out of the 963 reported males, 396 were homeless, and the remaining 567 r were at risk.  Of the 840 reported females, 303 were homeless, with the remaining 537 at risk.

Ethnicity- Out of the 1839 individuals, 96 or 5% reported being Hispanic or Latino, with 42 of them being homeless.  1662 or 90% reported other ethnicity, with 618 being homeless and 1044 at risk.
Primary Race- Out of the 1839 individuals, 72 or 4% reported American Indian, with 21 of these being homeless and 51 at risk.  3 reported Asian, with 3 homeless and 0 at risk.  690 reported Black or African American with 288 of these being homeless and 402 at risk,  3 reported Native Hawaiian, all three were at risk,  6 reported other race with all 6 of these being homeless, 45 reported multi-racial with 15 of these being homeless and 30 at risk, 966 reported white with 372 reported homeless and 594 at risk.

Marital Status- Out of the 1839 individuals, 327 reported being Divorced with 150 of these homeless and 177 at risk, 210 reported being Married, with 66 of these homeless and 144 at risk, 114 reported being Separated, with 54 of these homeless and 60 at risk, 1086 reported being Single with 411 of these homeless, and 675 at risk, 24 reported being Widowed with 6 of these homeless and 18 at risk.
Education- Out of the 1839 individuals, 246 reported a 10th grade education, with 93 being homeless and 153 at risk, 222 reported an 11th grade education with 78 being homeless and 144 at risk, 30 reported a 12th grade education without a diploma, 15 being homeless and the other 15 at risk, 12 reported having a 5th or 6th grad education, with 9 being homeless and 3 at risk, 102 reported a 8th grade education with 30 being homeless and 72 at risk, 81 reported a college degree with 39 being homeless and 42 at risk, 66 reported earning their GED with 48 being homeless and 42 at risk, 9 reported a partial high school education with all 9 at risk, 105 reported an elementary school education with 30 being homeless and 75 at risk, 27 reported having a graduate degree, with 12 being homeless and 15 at risk, 390 reported having their high school diploma, with 183 being homeless and 207 at risk, 3 had less then high school, all 3 were at risk,  6 reported Nursery School to 4th grade with all 6 homeless, 3 had post graduate school with all 3 at risk, 9 reported post secondary school and all 9 were homeless, 339 reported some college with 120 being homeless and 219 at risk, 36 reported some technical school with 6 being homeless and 30 at risk, 36 reported a technical certificate with 12 being homeless and 24 at risk.

Veterans- Out of the 1839 individuals, 120 reported being Veterans with 57 of these being homeless with 63 at risk, 1605 reported not being a Veteran with 663 being homeless and 972 at risk.

Living Situation

Head of Household- Out of the 1839 individuals 663 reported being head of household with 357 being homeless and 276 at risk, 1026 reported they were not the head of household with 303 being homeless and 723 at risk.

Unaccompanied as a youth- Out of the 1839 individuals, 291 reported being unaccompanied as a youth with 135 homeless and 156 at risk, 1455 reported not being unaccompanied as a youth with 531 homeless and 924 at risk.

Pregnant- Out of the 1839 individuals 291 reported being pregnant with 135 being homeless and 156 at risk, 1455 reported not being pregnant with 531 homeless and 924 at risk.

Prior Living Situation- Out of the 1839 individuals, 6 reported being in a Domestic Violence Situation with all 6 being homeless, 210 reported being in Emergency Shelter all 210 are homeless,  3 reported being in a Hotel/Motel without emergency shelter all 3 were homeless, 198 were in jail or prison, with 33 homeless and 165 at risk, 108 were living with family 54 being homeless and 54 at risk, 309 were living with friends 147 being homeless and 162 at risk, 258 had their own house or apartment with 36 being homeless and 222 at risk, 3 had permanent housing with all 3 at risk, 18 were in a place not meant for human habitation with all 18 homeless, 450 were in a rental apartment or house with 78 being homeless and 372 at risk, 81 were in transitional housing with 75 being homeless and 6 at risk

Adults in Household- Out of the 1839 individuals 687 reported one adult in the household with 390 being homeless and 297 at risk, 627 reported two adults in the household with 171 homeless and 456 at risk, 231 reported three adults in the household with 45 being homeless and 186 at risk, 105 reported four adults in the household with 36 of these homeless and 69 at risk, 33 reported five adults in the household with 12 homeless, and 21 at risk, 39 reported six adults in the household with 18 being homeless and 21 at risk, 6 reported seven adults in the household with all 6 at risk, and 6 reported eight adults in household with all 6 at risk.
Children in Household- Out of the 1839 individuals, 633 reported no children in the household with 324 being homeless and 309 at risk, 285 reported one child in the household with 105 of these families homeless and 180 at risk, 252 reported two children in the household with 87 homeless and 165 at risk, 126 reported three children in the household with 36 of these families homeless and 90 at risk, 57 reported four children in the household with 18 families homeless and 39 at risk, 36 reported five children in the household with 9 homeless families and 27 at risk, 12 reported six children in the household with 6 families homeless and 6 at risk.

Note: Out of the 717 homeless individuals that were surveyed, 261 or 36% are members of families.  In these families were an additional 540 children that were not included in the survey information.  If you take into count these additional 540 homeless children, our total homeless would be 1257.  Out of the 1257 total homeless, 43% were children. 

Length of Stay- Out of the 1839 individuals, 120 report living there 1 week or less 96 being homeless and 24 at risk, 165 report a 1 week to 1 month stay with 111 homeless and 54 at risk, 381 report a 1-3 month stay with 213 homeless and 168 at risk, 318 report a 3 month to 1 year stay with 93 homeless and 225 at risk, 702 report 1 year or longer with 162 homeless and 540 at risk.
Same friend or relative 3 nights in a row- Out of the 1839 individuals, 324 reported being with the same friend or relative 3 or more nights in a row with 114 homeless and 210 at risk, 168 reported not staying with the friend or relative 3 nights in a row with 105 homeless and 63 at risk. 
Rent/own and threatened with- Out of the 1839 individuals, 21 are behind in their Mortgage with 12 homeless and 9 at risk,  6 are threatened with Death all 6 are at risk, 27 are threatened with Divorce 9 are homeless and 18 at risk, 39 are threatened with Domestic Violence 18 are homeless and 21 at risk, 132 are threatened with Eviction with 114 homeless and 18 at risk, 78 are threatened with Family Problems with 15 homeless and 63 at risk, 27 are facing Foreclosure with 24 homeless and 3 at risk, 87 have Medical Issues 6 are homeless and 81 at risk, 36 report being threatened with a Mental Illness 3 homeless 33 at risk, 27 are threatened with Substance Abuse 9 homeless and 18 at risk, 75 are threatened with utility shutoff 24 homeless and 51 at risk.
Zip Code- Out of the 1839 individuals, 33 Reported living in 49440 Zip Code with 21 homeless and 12 at risk, 321 reported living in zip code 49441 with 177 homeless and 144 at risk, 864 reported living in zip code 49442 with 324 homeless and 540 at risk, 3 reported living in zip code 49443 all 3 were homeless, 276 reported living in zip code 49444 with 108 homeless and 168 at risk, and 60 reported living in zip code 49445 with 9 homeless and 51 at risk.

Disability- Out of the 1839 individuals, 705 reported having a disability out of this, 327 are homeless and 378 are at risk. 
Income/Employment Information
Unemployed- Out of the 1839 individuals, 1158 reported being unemployed with 528 of these homeless and 630 at risk.  516 reported having employment with 159 homeless and 357 at risk.
Does income pay the bills?- Out of the 1839 individuals, 711 reported that their income does not pay the bills with 339 being homeless and 372 at risk.  252 reported that their income does pay the bills, with 63 homeless and 189 at risk.
Earn over 30% AMI or $34,000-  Out of the 1839 individuals, 1341 reported they do not earn over 30% AMI out of these, 618 were homeless and 723 at risk.  156 reported that they do earn over 30% AMI with 15 reported homeless and 141 at risk. 
Current Employment Tenure- Out of the 1839 individuals, 66 reported having permanent employment with 54 being homeless and 12 at risk, while 30 reported having temporary employment with 18 homeless and 12 at risk.
Able to look for work- Out of the 1839 individuals, 1107 reported as being able to look for work, out of these 429 were homeless and 678 at risk.  471 reported they are unable to look for work, with 192 homeless and 279 at risk. 
Retired- Out of the 1839 individuals, 51 reported being retired; out of this 9 were homeless and 42 at risk.  1347 reported not being retired; out of this, 582 were homeless and 765 at risk. 
Receive Benefits- Out of the 1839 individuals, 711 report receiving benefits, with 360 homeless and 351 at risk. 936 report not receiving any benefits with 303 homeless and 633 at risk. 
Which Benefits do you collect- Out of the 1839 individuals, 381 reported receiving DHS benefits with 252 being homeless and 129 at risk, 3 reported receiving SSDI all 3 are homeless, 285 reported receiving SSI with 99 homeless and 186 at risk, 6 reported receiving State Disability with 3 homeless and 3 at risk, 9 received Veterans benefits with 3 homeless and 6 at risk, and 27 reported other benefits with 6 homeless and 21 at risk.
