Homeless Point in Time Data 2009
From the Point in Time surveys taken on January 28, 2009, Muskegon surveyed 329 homeless individuals or members of a family.  From these 329 surveys returned it was reported that we had a total of 469 homeless individuals on the day of the count.  Included in the 466 homeless were 137 children that were in the household of those surveyed along with 3 additional homeless adult members of the families.   All of the numbers broken down in this report reflect the responses of the 329 homeless individuals/family members that were surveyed.  The gaps in total percentages reflect the percentage of people that did not complete the question. 

Out of the 329 surveys, 24 or 7% were Chronically Homeless.

Basic Information  
Gender – 178 or 54 % were female and 140 or 46% were male
Ethnicity- 10 or 3% were Hispanic/Latino, 289 or 87.84% were other ethnicity

Primary Race-  174 pr 52.89% were Black or African American, 133 or 40.43% were White,  3 or .91% were American Indian, 2 or .61% were Asian, 7 or 2% were “other” race and 4 or 1.22% were Other Multi-Racial.
Marital Status- 72 or 22% were Single, 30 or 9% were Divorced, 7 or 2% were married and 7 or 2% were Seperated.
Education- 5 or 1.52% had a college degree, 34 or 10% had some form of college schooling, 69 or 21% had a high school diploma, 35 or 11% had their GED, 68 or 21% had only completed 9-11th grade, 7 or 2% had a middle school education.
Veterans- 12 or 3.65% reported being a veteran.
Living Situation

Head of Household- 63 or 19% reported being the head of household, while 70 or 21% reported they were not the head of household. 
Unaccompanied as a youth- we had 3 reported unaccompanied youth in this years count.
Homeless as a child- 45 or 14% reported being homeless as a child while 77 or 23% reported that they were not homeless as a child. 

Pregnant- 11 or 3% reported being pregnant at the time of the count.
Prior Living Situation-  150 or 46% were living with friends or family on the night of the count but were no longer able to stay at this residence.  58 or  18% were in emergency shelter, 55 or 17% were in transitional housing which includes the TBRA rental programs, 9 or 3% were living in a place not meant for human habitation.  
Children in Household-  There were a reported 137 children in the 78 reported households. 17 or 21% of the 78 households reported having 1 child.  13 or 16% reported having 2 children,   10 or 7.8% reported having 3 children, 5 or 6% reported having 4 children, and 8 or 10% reported having 5 or more children, and 39% did not report how many children were in their household. 
Length of Stay- 38 or 12% were there for one week or less, 24 or 7% were there for more then one week but less than one month. 68 or 21% were there one to three months, 84 or 26% were there between months to a year, and 66 or 20% were living there for longer then one year.
Zip Code-  125 or 38% reported 49442 as their zip code of last permanent address while 71 or 22% were from 49441, 54 or 16% from 49444 and 3 or 1% from 49445

Income/Employment Information
Unemployed-  193 or 59% reported being unemployed, while 47 or 14% reported that they were currently employed. 
Does income pay the bills?-  100% of their income is not sufficient to pay the bills. 
Current Employment Tenure- of the 47 employed only 7 or 15% reported that the employment was permanent, and 8 or 17% reported that the employment was temporary.
Able to look for work-  89 or 27% reported they were able to look for work. 
Retired- 4 or 1.22% were retired.
Receive Benefits-  51 or 16% reported collecting benefits, and 67 or 20% reported that they did not receive benefits.
