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Project Overview:

The Supportive Housing Institute is a highly participatory nine month training program that incorporates both training and direct project based assistance to project teams from organizations involved in creating supportive housing.  The training can accommodate partnerships from different agencies as well as teams from a single organization, where service and housing development functions are represented by different staff members. 

The institute consists of three major components: 

1. Workshops covering a variety of topics.
2. Intensive Team Work:  For each training day, participants are creating products specific to their project.  
3. Clinic Sessions providing an opportunity for deal-specific feedback and technical assistance.  

Goal(s):
1. Increase the capacity of supportive housing providers and developers to produce and operate quality supportive housing; and 
2. Increase the number of supportive housing units available statewide 

Expected Outcomes:

1. Increase the capacity of sponsors, providers and developers to develop and operate quality supportive housing;
2. Shorten the amount of time it takes to develop supportive housing;
3. Increase the number of supportive housing units statewide.
Current Status:

Currently, HUD is reviewing a revised budget and timeline.  The curriculum is currently being developed and will continue throughout the summer.
